2. Bids received in excess of the ABC shall be automatically rejected at bid opening. Late
bids shall not be accepted.

3. The Municipality of Sta.Cruz now invites bids for the “Procurement of Rescue
Equipments for MDRRMC Operations”. Delivery of the Goods is required within 30



days from receipt of Notice to Proceed. Bidders should have completed, within the three
(3) years from the date of submission and receipt of bids, a contract similar to the Project.

4. Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using a non-

discretionary “pass/fail” criterion as specified in the Implementing Rules and Regulations

(IRR) of Republic Act (RA) 9184, otherwiss k nown as the “ Governmer
Reform Act”.

(i) Bidding is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships, partnerships, or
organizations with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock
belonging to citizens of the Philippines, and to citizens or organizations of a country
the laws or regulations of which grant similar rights or privileges to Filipino
citizens, pursuant to RA 5183 and subject to Commonwealth Act 138.

Failure to observe any of the above responsibilities shall be at the risk of the
Bidder concerned.

The Bidder shall fill in rates and prices for all items of the Goods described in
the Bill of Quantities. Bids not addressing or providing all of the required
items in the Bidding Documents including, where applicable, Bill of
Quantities, shall be considered non-responsive and, thus, automatically
disqualified. In this regard, where a required item is provided, but no price is
